IV. Academic Requirements

For co-curricular participants in grades 9-12, the Marsing School District will follow IHSAA guidelines in regards to academic eligibility. The guidelines state that a student must be passing a minimum of 5 classes and also be receiving a 2.0 GPA or better in all of his/her classes. Grades will be examined twice a quarter to make sure that eligibility requirements have been met by each participant. Grade checks will occur once during the mid-quarter grading period and once at the end of each quarter. If a co-curricular activity starts before the mid-quarter grades but after the quarter grades, the most recent grading period will be used to verify eligibility. For fall sports, this would mean that the 4th quarter grades, not semester grades, from the previous year will be used to determine whether or not a participant is eligible. 

Participants that are deemed ineligible will be placed on a probation period until the next grade period (approximately 4 ½ weeks). During the probation period, participants are expected to continue normal functions with the team/program, continue to follow co-curricular guidelines, and attend all functions related with the program. They will not, however, be able to represent the school, team or program in any competition during the probationary period. 
Participants that are on a probationary period and do not meet the requirements of 5 passing classes and a minimum of a 2.0 GPA by the next grade check period will be removed from the team activity for the remainder of the activity or season for that school year. 
Incoming 9th graders that are participating in a fall activity will be eligible to participate in co-curricular activities until the first grade check (approximately 4 ½ weeks into the 1st quarter) of their 9th grade year. Quarter grades from the middle school will not be used to determine eligibility requirements for 9th graders at Marsing High School.
